The motto of CYM is “God & Ukraine” and we strive through our youth meetings to

nurture, and educate youth in the spirit invoked by these ideals. Based on these highest

of ideals, CYM's programs promote the principles of Christian ethics and pride in the Ukrainian
national heritage. Our youth meet weekly, participating in programs which include discussion groups,
sports, singing, arts and crafts, and special events. We work to broaden their knowledge in areas such as
Ukrainian history, geography, literature, and traditions. Topics are guided by an annual theme and historic
anniversaries that are highlighted during the year.
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November is the month of the Patron of the Ukrainian Youth Association, the month we celebrate the feast of the Holy
Archangel Michael (8 November - Gregorian calendar; 21 November - Julian calendar). Christian tradition above all thinks of
Michael as the one who is successful in combating Satan. Jude 1:9 mentions the fight over Moses' body between Michael and
the demon. In Revelation 12:7, Michael and his angels fight the dragon in heaven. Our ancestors chose Archangel Michael
not only as the patron saint of Rus', but also of its capital, Kyiv. Many churches have been built in his honor, including the
gold-roofed St. Michael's Sobor in Kyiv. The use of Archangel Michael's image was also prevalent during the Kozak era - we
find it on many banners from the 16th-18th centuries. It is no surprise the appearance of Archangel Michael on military
standards continued into the 20th century - appearing on the flag of the Ukrainian Sich Riflemen (YCC) in 1914. This
continued with his use during the revolutionary years of 1917-1923 by the Army of the Ukrainian National Republic as well as
the Ukrainian Galician Army (UHA), as well during World War Il by the Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA). This month, while we
commemorate the feast day of the Patron of our Association, pray that he gives us the strength and determination to live for
the glory of God and for the good of the world.

In November we are also commemorating the patron of our Oceredok, col. Dmytro Vitovsky, with an Apel on November 14.
Dmytro Vitovsky became a national hero of the Ukrainian people. He used to be one of the leaders of Halician student youth
and a fighter for the Ukrainian university in Lviv. He became a member of the Ukrainian Radical Party and an active organizer
of a number of Ukrainian "Sich” groups, which later became part of the regular Halician Army. He was the
colonel of the UHA himself. In 1916-17 he was a Ukrainian military commissar in Volyn and organized
Ukrainian schools there. In 1918 he was among the organizers of the military uprising in Lviv. He created
the Ukrainian Halician Army, which fought against the Polish and the Russian bolshevik army. He headed
the State secretary of military affairs . Later he became a diplomat, defending the interests of his country |
abroad. In May 1919 he was a member of a peaceful delegation in Paris. He perished in the aircrush '
during the flight from Paris to Kamyanets Podilsky in 1919 and was buried in Berlin.
